SHOT Expo website – The 2007 SHOT Expo now has its own website. On this website you

Permits – All exhibitors intending to display firearms and/or ammunition must have obtained 

a Dealer Display Permit from the Victorian Police Firearms Registry to participate at the 

SHOT Expo. It is a condition of the Victorian Police Firearms Registry that the original permit 

be produced for inspection upon request. It would be appreciated if a photocopy of this permit 

is made available to the Expo coordinator upon collection of exhibitor badges for our records.  

 
Advertising – We are in the process of compiling our Visitor Guide which will go to over 

22,000 Victorian SSAA members with the May Australian Shooter, as well as being available 

on the weekend of the expo. As part of the price of your booth, you receive a 58mm wide X 

120mm high advert for inclusion in the Visitor Guide; however we need you to supply us with 

your advert for this to occur. If you want a larger sized advert the price is as follows: 

¼ page – $250 plus GST ½ page – $500 plus GST Full page - $750 plus GST
 
**All artwork must be received by no later than the 15th March 2007** to ensure that it will 

get into the visitors guide.

Media Centre/Theatrette – We are planning to allow exhibitors the ability to promote 

products/services throughout the 2 days at our Media Centre/Theatrette. At this stage we 

anticipate allocating interested exhibitors 10 – 15 minutes each to use the DVD and plasma 

TV to up to 100 people at the one time. It should be noted that the SSAA (Vic) must approve 

all materials to be shown to ensure that it is appropriate for public consumption. Please call 

Shane Oliver or Melony Grand-Court on 03 8892 2777 if you would like to use this service 

and we will try to allocate you with your preferred time. A full schedule will be released closer 

to the date of the Expo. 
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EFTPOS/Credit Card Facilities – We have been able to organise through the Showgrounds 

the use of EFTPOS and credit card facilities. This is an arrangement that will need to be 

made between exhibitors and Showgrounds management and is the exhibitor’s responsibility 

to organise and pay for. We have placed this form on the SHOT Expo website under 

“Exhibitor Information”.  
 
Exhibitor Manual & Plan – We are in the process of compiling the Exhibitor Manual and will 

distribute it to all exhibitors in the end of March. This manual will include a wealth of 

information that you need for the 2007 SHOT Expo. 

 
SHOT Expo Passport – To date we have received positive feedback from 4 exhibitors but we 

need more to get the concept of the ground. This initiative is totally dependant on exhibitor
