· Cartridge chamberings such as .338 Lapua Magnum and .50 BMG, including similar wildcats and derivatives thereof, are not Traditional BGR Cartridges, and are specifically excluded from this Titles event.
Rifle Eligibility: 
All Rifles must be in a sporting configuration, meeting the calibre and energy criteria of both the Group and Event which you intend to enter. They are rifles which would ordinarily be used for the harvesting of Big Game, and are ‘in the Spirit of the Event’. Heavy – barreled, long – range rigs, or rifles with muzzle brakes or ‘ported’ barrels are not permitted in Groups One, Two or Three.
