Introduction

The Law Enforcement Activities Discipline (LEAD) of Sporting Shooters Association of Australia (SSAA) creates an opportunity for interested shooters to take part in a widely inclusive competition environment which values law enforcement related interests.

Outline

The Championships shall be conducted on the ACT Black Powder Range (Range 8) off Hector Macintosh Grove, on the Majura Shooting Complex, Majura, ACT, Australia.

Entry to the complex is from the South East bound lanes of Majura Parkway.
Course of Fire will be the SSAA LEAD Australian Police Service Match (APSM).

Only financial SSAA members are eligibility to participate.

Competitors must produce their Firearms Licence, SSAA membership card and a

recognised holster proficiency card to a range officer at the time of their signing of the Range attendance sheet prior to participating.

The match will be divided into Divisions: Shooters may compete in a maximum of two Divisions.

1. APSM Revolver as per the APSM Rules (maximum .38” calibre),

2. APSM Semi-automatic pistol as per the APSM Rules (maximum .38” calibre),

3. PPC Service. (Production semi-automatic pistol or revolver (eligibility as per Annexure A below).

4. PPC Open

In accordance with ACT Firearms Legislation, no calibres greater than .38 are permitted in this match

Firing positions on the range will be allocated as shooters report to the range officer, ready to shoot. 
Supervision will be by the appointed Match Director assisted by the SSAA LEAD ACT Coordinator appointed by the APS Gun Club.

In compliance with APSM Rule 3 the following information is provided:

· Range distances are in yards;

· The firing details are set out in the Structure below;

· Down range is from the firing point to the targets;

· Conventional ammunition is permitted excluding FMJ projectiles;

· The entry fee is $20 per match per competitor. This includes one (1) Match, additional Matches with additional classes of Pistols will incur a $10 fee for each additional match.
Non SSAA ACT Range Pass Holders will incur an additional $15 Range fee

Competitors must use identical rounds during each match.

3.10 Production Semi-Automatic Pistol: Pistols for this Division are approved by NRA Law Enforcement Competitions and listed on the Law Enforcement Competitions website. To be considered for approval the pistol must be a mass produced centre-fire semi-automatic pistol made for police or military use (at least 1,000 pistols), a stock catalogue item that is unmodified from its original factory condition, and have a double, double/single, or striker type action. 
The pistol must be capable of chambering and firing .35 calibre ammunition. All double action semi-automatic pistols must fire the first shot of every stage double action. Trigger pull shall not be less than 3.5 pounds single or double action.

Allowed:

1. Maximum barrel length of 5 inches.

2. Maximum sight radius of 7.5 inches.

3. Installation of extended magazine releases and slide catches produced by the pistol’s manufacturer.

4. Replacement of the factory fixed or adjustable service sights with another service type sight, luminescent service sight, or fibre optic service sight sold by the pistol’s manufacturer as a factory catalogue replacement part for the pistol, or with a sight on the Production Semi-Automatic Pistol Approved Sight List on the NRA Law Enforcement Competitions website. http://ppc.nra.org/documents/pdf/law/competitions/bulletin16-1.pdf

In no case may the firearm be altered for any sight installation.

5. Finger groove and slip on grips.

6. Magazine bumper pad.

Prohibited:

1. Single Action only Pistols.

2. Custom or competition model pistols, even if a catalogue item or another version of the manufacturer’s base stock model.

3. Any external change to the pistol from its original manufactured condition, including grips, extended magazine wells/funnel, trigger stops, trigger shoes, etc.

4. Changing any internal part or component with a non-original factory manufactured part. 
5. Tape on the grip/stock.

6. Any substance that results in a sticky surface to the grip/stock or hand.

Structure

The SSAA LEAD National Championships will be conducted on Saturday 30 April 2022. 
There will be a mandatory range briefing for all competitors at 8.30am. The competition will commence at 9am.

An APSM competition course of fire will be conducted first as per the order shown in APSM Rule 89.

This process will be repeated until there are no further competitors.
A BBQ lunch will be provided

A PPC match will be conducted for competitors who have entered for that match.

Competitors shall make themselves available as an independent referee for competitors unless they are competing in the next detail. If not shooting or refereeing in a detail, competitors should be preparing themselves to compete in the next detail.

Tardiness in being available to participate in a detail with vacancies will not be accepted unless the competitor was required to referee/officiate in the previous detail.

Competitors in Production semi-automatic pistol shall be graded into Class A (average score greater than 750 with a production pistol) and Class B (average score 750 or below with a production pistol). 
If a competitor has no average they will be graded on the score they shoot.

The awards ceremony will be at the range on completion of shooting, scoring, appeals etc.

Open Revolver Champion - 1st, 2nd and 3rd 

Open Semi-automatic pistol Champion – 1st, 2nd and 3rd 

APSM Top Female.

Prizes donated by donors

There may be prizes of goods donated by donors which in the first instance will be allocated, as per the donor’s directions. Otherwise, prizes will be available by a pick of the table as follows. 
No competitor shall be entitled to more than one pick of the table regardless of whether they position in more than one division. The order of pick of the table shall be 1st in each division by score, Top Female/s by score, 2nd in each division by score, 3rd in each division by score, 4th in each division by score and so on.

Facilities

APS Gun Club is Range 8 in the Majura Range Complex, Hector Macintosh Grove, Majura, ACT (at the end of Hector Macintosh Grove). 
The APS Gun Club has modest kitchen and toilet facilities in the main club rooms. A BBQ will be run for breakfast and lunch as required.
Shops, convenience, take away etc. are located at the Majura Park Shopping Complex approximately 5klm from the range.
